 Do not operate power tools in explosive atmo-

liquids, gases or dust. Power tools create sparks
which may ignite the dust or fumes.
 Keep children and bystanders away while operat-
ing a power tool. Distractions can cause you to lose
control.

PERSONAL SAFETY

• Power tool plugs must match the outlet. Never
modify the plug in any way. Do not use any
adapter plugs with earthed (grounded) power
tools.

Repairs
For repairs, return the tool, battery and charger to 
the nearest authorised service centre.

If air continues to escape once the release valve 
is closed, contact a MILWAUKEE® service 
facility for repairs.

Pull the ring on the release valve to release air 
pressure for three to five seconds. Release the 
ring. The release valve must reset and hold 
pressure before all compressed air is exhausted 
from the tank/pressure vessel.

Turn the air compressor to AUTO ON (I) and 
allow the tank to fill. The compressor will shut off 
when the pressure reaches the cut-out pressure.

To reduce the risk of injury, 
always unplug the charger and 

remove the battery from the charger or tool 
before performing any maintenance. Never 
disassemble the tool, battery or charger. 
Contact a MILWAUKEE®  service facility for ALL 
repairs.
Always turn OFF (O) the air compressor, remove 
the battery pack, release all pressure, 
disconnect air hose and air tools, allow unit to 
cool to the touch, and drain the tank before 
cleaning or making repairs on the air 
compressor.

Keep your tool, battery and charger in good repair 
by adopting a regular maintenance program. 
Inspect your tool for issues such as undue noise, 
misalignment or binding of moving parts, breakage 
of parts, or any other condition that may affect the 
tool operation. Return the tool, battery, and charger 
to a MILWAUKEE® service facility for repair. After 
six months to one year, depending on use, return 
the tool, battery and charger to a MILWAUKEE® 

service facility for inspection.
If the tool does not start or operate at full power with 
a fully charged battery, clean the contacts on the 
battery. If the tool still does not work properly, return 
the tool, charger and battery, to a MILWAUKEE® 
service facility for repairs.
