IMPORTANT SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS

READ AND UNDERSTAND ALL
AWARNING INSTRUCTIONS. Failure to follow

all instructions listed below, may result in electric
shock, fire and/or serious personal injury.

SAVE THESE INSTRUCTIONS

* Before using, read this operator’s manual,
your battery pack and charger operator’s
manual, and all labels on the battery pack,
charger and light. Learn your light’s applications
and limitations as well as potential hazards
associated with this type of tool.

* Read and understand all the instructions
before using the light.

* Prevent unintentional starting. Ensure the
switch is in the off-position before
connecting to battery pack, picking up or
carrying the light. Carrying the light with your
finger on the switch or energising appliance that
have the switch on invites accidents.

* Disconnect the battery pack from the light
before making any adjustments, changing
accessories, or storing light. Such preventive
safety measures reduce the risk of starting the
light accidentally.

* Recharge only with the charger specified by
the manufacturer. A charger that is suitable for
one type of battery pack may create a risk of fire
when used with another battery pack.

e Use light only with specifically designated
battery packs. Use of any other battery packs
may create a risk of injury and fire.

When battery pack is not in use, keep it away

from other metal objects, like paper clips,

coins, keys, nails, screws or other small
metal objects, that can make a connection
from one terminal to another. Shorting the

?attery terminals together may cause burns or a

ire.

« Under abusive conditions, liquid may be
ejected from the battery; avoid contact. If
contact accidentally occurs, flush with water. If
liquid contacts eyes, additionally seek medical
help.

* Follow all charging instructions and do not
charge the battery pack or light outside of the
temperature range specified in the
instructions. Charging improperly or at
temperatures outside of the specified range may
damage the battery and increase the risk of fire.

¢ Have servicing performed by a qualified
repair person using only identical
replacement parts. This will ensure that the
safety of the product is maintained.

¢ Do not modify or attempt to repair the light or
the battery pack (as applicable) except as
indicated in the instructions for use and care.

machine during or after operating. Always
use side handles to adjust the machine as
needed.

c) Only use attachments recommended or sold

by the manufacturer.
Do not mount on vehicle wall.
Keep hands clear of the moving parts when
deploying legs and/or raising/lowering the
mast.
When the plug is connected to the power
supply, ensure that the plug and socket-out
provides the same level of dust and moisture
protection as the light.
Do not look directly into the light when the light
is on.
Ensure the light is stable before raising the
mast. Light may tip and cause injury.
Do not set up the unit if high winds are
expected. High winds can cause the machine
to tip or fall causing severe injury.
Light extends upward. Verify the area above
light is open and clear of overhead wires and
obstructions before raising.
Chemical Burn Hazard. Keep coin cell battery
away from children.

EXTENSION CORDS

Guidelines for Using Extension Cords
If you are using an extension cord outdoors, be
sure it is acceptable for outdoor use.
Be sure your extension cord is properly wired and
in good electrical condition. Always replace a
damaged extension cord or have it repaired by a
qualified person before using it.
Protect your extension cords from sharp objects,
excessive heat and damp or wet areas.
When stringing lights together, consider the total
Amperes draw when selecting the extension cords.

Inserting/Removing the Battery
To insert the battery, slide the pack into the body of
the machine. Make sure it latches securely into

lace.

o remove the battery, release the battery
compartment latch, lift the battery latch, and pull the
battery pack away from the machine.

Fuel Gauge
When the machine is armed, the fuel gauge displays
the battery pack's remaining run time. The fuel
gauge mirrors the fuel gauge on the battery pack.
When less than 10% of charge is left, 1 light on the
fuel gauge will flash. When the battery reaches 0%
charge, the fuel gauge will flash 8 times. Charge the
battery pack.
Low Battery Indicator

With an estimated 20 minutes before battery
shutdown, the main LEDs will dim for 1 second and
return to the current brightness 3 times. With an
estimated 10 minutes before battery shutdown, the
main LEDs will dim and return to current brightness
2 times, then remain dimmed until out of battery.

Only use accessories
AWARNING specifically recommended for
this tool. Others may be hazardous.

To reduce the risk of injury to self or others or
property damage, do not stack tools on
PACKOUT™ above eye level.

Do not extend mast while on PACKOUT™
accessories. Machine could tip, striking people
or objects.

Transportation

Use two people whenever it is
AWARNING necessary to lift or carry the
machine with bigger battery configurations as
Lhe l|(1'|achine could be heavy. Lift with legs, not

ack.

Always unarm the machine before transporting.
Disconnect any extension cords before
transporting.
Always clear the area of obstructions before
transporting.
Do not hang/hoist the machine for storage or
transportation (e.g., from a crane hook).
To lift and carry, ensure the mast is in the locked
position and grasp the carrying handle. Always
maintain firm footing.

Deploying/Retracting the Outriggers
Always use outriggers when deploying mast. When
using the machine on an uneven surface, ensure the
machine is level and stable before use. Lower mast
before making adjustments to the outriggers or
attempting to transport the machine.

1. Pull outrigger down until an audible click is heard
from the outrigger locking feature. Keep clear of
the outriggers as they deploy.

2. To retract the outrigger, push the outrigger release
button, and raise the outrigger back into place.

AWARNING If using on an incline, the battery

door must be facing down grade,
and with the outriggers facing up the grade.

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Raising/Lowering the Mast

To raise the mast:

1. Inspect mast handle hinge and clean if
contaminated with dirt or debris.

2. Before raising the mast, ensure the machine is
stable and be aware of any potential overhead
obstacles.

3. Pull up on the mast lock lever.

4. Raise the mast up slowly until it clicks into the
vertical position.

5. Adjust the light head in the direction needed
before fully extending the mast.

6. Pull open the cam lock lever to adjust the height
of each mast section. Start from the top of the
mast when extending. Once the mast height is
set, close the cam lock levers to lock into place.

Bl ACAUTION parts while lowering the mast.
Ensure the mast and head is at a 90° angle
before lowering the mast.

2. Start from the bottom of the mast when
collapsing each section and work up. Unlock the
mast section one at a time until fully collapsed.

3. Pull up on the mast pivot release lever, then
lower the mast into the horizontal position until
the mast clicks into place.

OPERATION
Arming the Machine

MX FUEL™ machineS must be armed prior to use.

Even with the battery pack inserted, the trigger and

machine functions will not operate until the machine

is armed.

To arm the machine:

1. Insert the battery or connect to AC power.

2. Press the arm button. The MX FUEL™ icon will
light. The machine will become armed in 2
seconds.

3. After 15 minutes of inactivity, the machine will
enter sleep mode. The MX FUEL™ icon will go
off and the buttons and LEDs will be
un-operational.

. Press and hold the arm button for 1 second to
reactivate the machine.

5. Press and hold the arm button for 1 second to
unarm (turn off) the machine. The MX FUEL™
icon will go o_fi_f. p the risk of ini p

o reduce the risk of injury, do

AWARNING not look directly into the light

when the light is on.

DO NOT touch the heat sink above the light

during or after operation. It is hot. Always use

side handles to adjust the light.
Operating the Machine

. Insert battery pack or plug into AC power.

. Press the Arm button.

. Press the - and + buttons to cycle through from
No Light to Low, Medium and High.

. Press the Arm button to turn the light off. Always
turn off power before unplugging the light.

Operating the Machine on AC/DC Power
Insert a battery pack and arm the machine to run on
DC power. Plug an extension cord into the inlet and
arm the machine to run on AC power. The
corresponding DC or AC power LED indicator will
light. If both battery and extension cord are inserted,
AC power will be used, with DC power as a backup.
The LED indicators will indicate the primary power
being used.

Maintaining Machine

Keep your machine, battery pack and charger in
good repair by adopting a regular maintenance
program. Inspect your machine for issues such as
undue noise, misalignment or binding of moving
parts, breakage of parts, or any other condition that
may affect the machine operation. Return the
machine, battery pack, and charger to a
MILWAUKEE® service facility for repair.
If the machine does not start or operate at full power
with a fully charged battery pack, clean the contacts
on the battery pack. If the machine still does not work
properly, return the machine, charger and battery
pack, to a MILWAUKEE® service facility for repairs.

Internal Coin Cell Battery
AWARN'NG Chemical Burn

battery. A new or used battery can

with the positive side facing up.

Clean dust and debris from vents. Keep handles
clean, dry and free of oil or grease. Use only mild
soap and a damp cloth to clean, since certain
cleaning agents and solvents are harmful to plastics
and other insulated parts. Some of these include
petrol, turpentine, lacquer thinner, paint thinner,
chlorinated cleaning solvents, ammonia and
household detergents containing ammonia.

Tightening the Camlock Screws
Inspect the cam locks, and ensure
they are moving freely from dirt and
debris. If the cam locks are not
holding the mast in position, tighten
the screws according to the steps
below.

1. Ensure the mast is collapsed,
and the head is secure.
2. Open the cam lock latches.

3. Using a phillips screwdriver, turn
the cam lock screw clockwise -
1/8th turn, and check mast functlon Repeat
1/8th turns as needed.

Cleaning the Battery and Battery Bay
Keep battery connections and surfaces between
the machine and battery free of debris and
materials. Failure to keep surfaces clean may result
in misalignment and/or damage to the battery
connection.

Repairs
For repairs, return the tool, battery pack and charger
to the nearest authorised service centre.
