WORK AREA SAFETY

POWER TOOL USE AND CARE

 Protect the power supply cord from being 
walked on or pinched particularly at plugs, inlets, 
and the point where they exit from the fan. Do not 
cover cord or run under carpeting. Do not abuse 
the cord. Never use the cord to carry the fan or pull 
the plug from an outlet. Keep cord away from heat, 
oil, sharp edges or moving parts. Do not route cord 
under furniture or appliances. Arrange cord away 
from traffic area and where it will not be tripped 
over.
 Unplug the fan during lightning storms or when 
unused for long periods. Disconnect fan from 
outlet when not in use.

• Power tool plugs must match the outlet. Never
modify the plug in any way. Do not use any
adapter plugs with earthed (grounded) power
tools.

• Avoid body contact with earthed or grounded
surfaces, such as pipes, radiators, ranges and
refrigerators.

 Prevent unintentional starting. Ensure the 
switch is in the off-position before connecting 
to power source and/or battery pack, picking 
up or carrying the tool. Carrying power tools with 
your finger on the switch or energising power tools 
that have the switch on invites accidents.
 Remove any adjusting key or wrench before
turning the power tool on. A wrench or a key left
attached to a rotating part of the power tool may
result in personal injury.

 If operating a power tool in a damp location is 
unavoidable, use a residual current device

Keep your hair and clothing away from
moving parts. Loose clothes, jewelry or long hair
can be caught in moving parts.

• If devices are provided for the connection of
dust extraction and collection facilities, ensure
these are connected and properly used. Use of
dust collection can reduce dust-related hazards.

Be sure switch is in 
the off position before inserting battery pack or 
power supply. Inserting the battery pack or power 
supply into the fan with the switch on invites 
accidents.

 When battery pack is not in use, keep it away 
from other metal objects, like paper clips, 
coins, keys, nails, screws or other small metal 
objects, that can make a connection from one 
terminal to another. Shorting the battery 
terminals together may cause burns or a fire.
 Under abusive conditions, liquid may be 
ejected from the battery; avoid contact. If 
contact accidentally occurs, flush with water. If 
liquid contacts eyes, additionally seek medical 
help. Liquid ejected from the battery may cause 
irritation or burns.

To insert the battery, slide the pack into the body 
of the tool. Make sure it latches securely into place.
To remove the battery, push in the release buttons 
and pull the battery pack away from the tool.

If this happens, remove the battery pack and charge 
it according to the charger’s instructions.

OPERATION

Cleaning
Clean dust and debris from vents. Keep handles 
clean, dry and free of oil or grease. Use only mild  soap and a damp cloth to clean, since certain read the cleaning agents and solvents are harmful to plastics 
and other insulated parts. Some of these include 
petrol, turpentine, lacquer thinner, paint thinner, 
chlorinated cleaning solvents, ammonia and 
household detergents containing ammonia. Never 
use flammable or combustible solvents around 
tools.

Cleaning the Front Grill
Clean fan grill periodically with a vacuum wand. 

WARNING Recharge only with the charger

WARNING any time the tool is not in use.

For heavy 
 build up, remove the front grill by removing the eight 

screws located at the front of the fan along its outer 
edges.

If the tool does not start or operate at full power with 
a fully charged battery pack, clean the contacts on 
the battery pack. If the tool still does not work 
properly, return the tool, charger and battery pack, 
to a MILWAUKEE® service facility for repairs.
