@ Turning On/Off and Pairing to
Bluetooth®

1. Insert the battery.

2. Press the power button @. A tone will sound and
the light bar will pulse, indicating the speaker
has powered on.

3. The speaker will begin making a radar tone as it
automatically searches for a Bluetooth® device.
To pair a device to the speaker, select
"Milwaukee M12 Jobsite Speaker" on the
Bluetooth® capable device.

4. Once paired, the speaker will beep and the light
bar will turn solid.

NOTE: The speaker will automatically
reconnect to the last-paired device if it is in
range when the speaker is turned on.

5. Once the device is successfully paired with the
speaker, use the controls on the Bluetooth®
capable device or the speaker to move through
tracks and control volume.

6. To pair the speaker to a new device, hold down
the Bluetooth® button % for a few seconds. The
speaker will begin making a radar tone and the
light bar will pulse. Follow steps 3 and 4 with the
new Bluetooth® capable device.

7. To turn the speaker off, press the power button © .
NOTE: The speaker will automatically turn off
after 30 minutes of inactivity.

Next/Previous Track

To move to the next track, double-press the

play/pause button P> .

To move to the previous track, triple-press the

play/pause button p twice.

Volume

Press or hold the volume down — and volume

up 4 buttons to decrease or increase the volume.

The light bar will fill to show the increase / decrease.

A tone will play and the light bar will flash when

maximum or minimum volume is reached.

Audio Link

Audio link allows more than one M12 JSSP2

speaker or any other Milwaukee audio link

compatible speaker to be connected and controlled
by the same Bluetooth® capable device.

To activate audio link:

1. Turn the first speaker on and connect to a
Bluetooth® capable device.

2. Press the audio link button C® on the first
speaker. A tone will play and the light bar will
flash once before turning solid.

3. Turn on the second speaker.



4. Press the audio link button G® on the second
speaker. A tone will play. The second speaker's
light bar will show the volume of the first speaker
once connected.

5. Repeat step 4 for each additional speaker.

6. To disconnect an individual speaker, press the
audio link G® button or turn the speaker off.

7. To end audio link for all speakers, press audio
link button G® on the first speaker or turn the
first speaker off.

EQ Adjustment

1. To adjust level of bass, hold down the
play/pause button P>. A bass tone will indicate
you have entered bass adjustment mode.
NOTE: This speaker will exit EQ adjustment
mode after a few seconds of inactivity. Make all
adjustments quickly.

2. Press the volume down ="/ volume up= buttons
to adjust the level of bass. The light bar will
show the increase/decrease.

3. To adjust level of treble, press the play/pause
button P> again while in bass adjustment mode.

4. Press the volume down ==/ volume up + or the
previous track / next track buttons to adjust the
level of treble. The light bar will fill to show the
increase / decrease.

5. To exit EQ adjustment mode, press the
play/pause button P> or wait a few seconds after
adjusting the bass or treble. The light bar will
revert back to a solid light when the speaker has
exited EQ adjustment.

Mounting Options

There are several ways of mounting the speaker:

*Using the nail hook on the back of the speaker to
hang it from a nail.

*Using the D-hook in the speaker's PACKOUT™
cleat to hang it from a rope or wire.

*Using the speaker's PACKOUT™ cleat to mount it
on a PACKOUT™ tool box or Twist-To-Lock (Cat.
No 48228399X).

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Fuel Gauge

To determine the amount of charge left in the
battery, turn the tool on. The fuel gauge will light up.
When less than 10% of charge is left, 1 light on the
fuel gauge will flash 4 times.

To signal the end of charge, 1 light on the fuel
gauge will flash 8 times and the tool will not run.
Charge the battery pack.

If the battery becomes too hot, the fuel gauge lights
will flash and the tool will not run. Allow the battery
to cool down.

Factory Reset

To reset the speaker to factory settings:

1. Set the speaker to pairing mode by holding
down the Bluetooth® button % until the speaker
makes a radar tone and the light bar begins to
pulse. Press the Bluetooth® button % again and
the light bar begins to pulse. Do not connect the
speaker to a device.

2. Hold down the Bluetooth®® , audio link G, and
play / pause buttons P>for 5 seconds. The
speaker will reset to factory settings.

MAINTENANCE

If the tool still does not work
properly, return the tool, charger and battery pack, to
a MILWAUKEE® service facility for repairs.
